 It is easy enough to 
change your home page 
(that is the page you see 
first, every time you go 
on the internet). If you 
have done our internet or 
Google course then you 
will probably have no  
trouble choosing and  
saving a home page. It 
takes no more than a  
couple of minutes and 
means that you have  
immediate access to all 
the news (or weather) you 
could want. 
 Most of these sites 
also include a number of 
blogsðsee our article on 
page two. These are  
sections written by  
particular reporters or 
journalists and may give a 
more personal view of 
things.

of an agony aunt and you could 
read through all the problem 
letters, other peopleôs com-
ments and make some of your 
own tooðnot exactly news, but 
if its your sort of thing...

Of course, if you 

want to have lots of readers 

then you will need to  

publicise it by telling people 

about it and getting other 

blogs and websites to link to 

it. You reciprocate by put-

ting links to other blogs and 

websites on your blog. 

 Blogs are part of the 

worldwide web and  

regularly get trawled by 

search engines, so you could 

find a blog amongst your 

Google search results or you 

could find 

strangers coming across 

your blog if you have 

some interesting content.

Anne Frank was a victim of 

the Holocaust. She wrote 

her diary while in hiding 

from the Nazi authorities. 

The diary was given to 

Anne on her thirteenth 

birthday and she used it to 

record her thoughts and 

experiences while in hiding 

from 12th June 1942 to the 

1st August 1944.  

This diary has become one 

of the worldôs most widely 

read books and her story 

has been told on stage and 

screen 

She kept the diary for two 

years. Then the family was 

betrayed and Ann was sent 

to a concentration camp 

where she later died of  

typhus. Her father was the 

only one of the family to 

survive and it was he who 

set about getting the diary 

published. 

Today, people who live 

under oppressive govern-

ments are still using diaries 

to inform the world of their 

plightðbut today the  

diaries are in the form of 

blogs.
