Never fearð
the basics can generally 
be acquired in a single 
lesson.  
Email and Skype  
continue to be popular 
topics for people to 
learn about. Everyone 
wants to feel they have 
a fingertip on current 
technology and ways of 
keeping in touch. And, 
of course, they are  
convenient and  
relatively easy to grasp. 
Most people can master 
the basics of email in a 

couple of lessons and 
the same with Skype. 
 
Overleaf you will find 
some information on 
Facebook and Twitter 
which are becoming  
increasingly common 
ways of networking and 
we expect to receive 
more enquiries in these 
areas as the phenomena 
spread. Both are fairly 
simple to set up and use 
and shouldnôt require 
more than a lesson each 
to manage the basics. 
As with all our training

Media management, i.e. 
music and photos, is 
still a popular area. Use 

of photo-editing software can 
keep us and customers 
amused for hours.

M ost people will 
know about E-mail, SMS, 
texting and possibly  
instant messaging. Some 
of you will have heard of 
Facebook and Twitter and 
wondered what it was all 
about. This article is for 
you.  
In short, they are just two 
more ways of using  
technology to keep in 
touch. 
Facebook is a social net-
working site where you 
can keep up to date with 
what family and friends 
are doing. So how is it 
different from emailing or 
even picking up the 
phone? Well, you donôt 
need to contact the friends 
or family. You can look at 
their profile and catch up 
on their latest doings - 
look at photos of the 
birthday party or the ac-
count of what they did on 
Saturday night. When you 
meet them in the flesh 
you can sayðòHey so 
you had a day off yester-
day.ò or ñDid you buy 
that outfit youôve been 
lusting after?ò 
You can send private 
messages on Facebook 
and this works just like 
email but its real strength 
lies in writing on ñYour 
Wall.ò These messages  
are available for all your 

friends and family 
to see so itôs a great way of 
keeping people in touch with 
whatôs going on in your 
lifeðbe it 
good or bad. 
Only people 
you allow to be 
ñfriendsò are 
able to see this 
stuff so itôs not open to pub-
lic viewing. 
Setting up an account is free 
and easy to do. Very quickly 
you can establish a network 
of contactsðimporting from 
your email contacts or look-
ing at friends of your con-
tacts and asking them to 
ñAdd you as a friendò. 
Hence, Joe, who you used to 
work with, finds you or you 
find them on Facebook and 
next thing a whole network 
of people you used to work 
with is opened up to you  
because they are all contacts 
of Joe.ðYou get the idea. 
This is the basics of Face-
book. In addition there are a 
lot of games and activities 
you can get involved in if 
you want toï like running a 
farm, a zoo or even  
cooking!,  
Twitter can be used in a 
similar way but generally it 
is a quick way of updating a 
selection of people or any-
one who wants to know, on 
what you are doing ñnowò. 
Many businesses,  
politicians and celebrities 

now have what are called 
Twitter feeds and you can 
ñfollowò them. This 

means you can be 
updated on their lat-
est doings, offers 
etc.  
Information on 
Twitter can be sent 

and  
accessed via the internet 
but also by text from your 
phone. It is a way of rap-
idly passing on  
information and you will 
find that your daily news-
paper almost certainly has 
a Twitter feed which will 
provide you with links to 
the top stories of the day. 
Of course, should you 
need help creating and ac-
cessing a Facebook or 
Twitter  
account, help is at hand in 
the form of our good 
selves, who can take you 
through the set up and use 
of these modern jungle 
tom-toms.
